CONDITIONS GOVERNING PARTICIPATION IN THE

SHIP FOR SOUTHEAST ASIAN YOUTH PROGRAMME (SSEAYP)

1.
Nominees shall be Singapore citizens between 18 and 30 years old as of

1 March 2008.

2.
Nominees should preferably be youth leaders or youth officers with a proven track record of active youth, community or public service.

3.
Nominees shall be of good character.

4.
Nominees must possess a good command of the English language, which is the medium used in the Programme.

5.
Nominees must be physically fit for extended sea travel and communal living on board the ship.  All selected participants are required to undergo medical and dental examinations at their own expense.

6.
All participants must be responsible for the arrangements of their own medical insurance coverage.

7.
All participants shall obtain leave from their employers or institutions.  They shall confirm their participation within two weeks of being informed of their selection after the interview.

8.
All participants are required to undergo a two-month orientation programme, which includes weekend and two weekday evening training sessions per week.  The orientation programme schedule will be held July to August 2008. Those who do not attend the orientation programme regularly will be disqualified.

9.
All participants must recommend three foster families each, for the homestay programme.  Each foster family must be able to host and accommodate at least two participating youths. All participants are to submit the details of their foster families at the first Contingent Meeting. 

10.
All participants must contribute a sum of at least $900.00 (exclusive of 7% GST) per person to the Contingent Fund for the purchase of uniforms, souvenirs and other miscellaneous expenses.  Participants are encouraged to run activities to raise the sum of money. Participants are encouraged to raise funds or approach their nominating organisations to subsidise their contributions to the Contingent Fund. Contributions to the Contingent Fund are non-refundable. 

11.
All participants must conduct themselves in a proper manner and return immediately to Singapore with the contingent upon the completion of the Programme.

12. Any participating youth who does not comply with any of the conditions above may be disqualified from participation.

13. All participants will be required to organise the homestay matching for SSEAYP the following year. 

14. All participants will be required to organise the Reunion for SSEAYP in the 2nd year after participation.
