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CANOE POLO (MEN & WOMEN)

Rules & Regulations

1.
Laws of the Game 


The competition shall be conducted in accordance with the existing laws 
of the game as 
approved by the Singapore Canoe Federation and the general rules and regulations of the 
NUS Inter-Faculty Games. 

2.
Player Eligibility

All players and team managers participating in this competition must be matriculated students or staff of their respective faculties. Students in the University Scholars Program must represent USP unless USP does not field a team. Canoe Polo Varsity Players may represent their faculty as a team manager or a coach but not as a player. 

3.
Registration of Players

3.1
Respective Faculty Sports Secretaries must confirm participation by submitting the General Participation Form to the Sports & Recreation Centre before the stipulated deadline found on the form. 
3.2
Respective Faculty Sports Secretaries must submit the Team Registration Form to the Sports & Recreation Centre at least 7 days before the commencement of the competition.
3.3
Each faculty may register a minimum of 5 and a maximum of 7 players. Each faculty may send a maximum of 2 teams (1 Male & 1 Female team only).
3.4
Registration must be finalized before the commencement of the competition. No substitutions or additions will be permitted after the commencement of the competition.

4.
Prizes


Medals will be awarded to the players and team managers of the top 3 teams.

5.
Competition Rules


5.1
Competition Format
For 5 and less participating teams, a single round robin format will be played. In the event of 6 and more participating teams, a preliminary group round robin format will be played. The top 2 teams from each group will proceed on to the final knockout rounds.

5.2
Match Format
Each match will be played on a 4 on 4 basis with up to 3 substitutes on each side. Every match shall last a single stretch of 10 mins. 

5.3
League Points
3 league points shall be awarded to the winner of each match while the loser receives none. 1 league point will be awarded to each team for a draw. Should there be a tie in league points between 2 teams, the winner of the match between these 2 teams will be awarded the higher placing. Should that game end in a draw or should more than 2 teams have equal league points, the position of these teams shall be established in the following order:
i) The team with the highest points for

ii) The team with the highest points difference


6.
Attire

Teams are advised to come in their faculty uniform.

7.
General

7.1 Participating team members must be able to swim 50m without the aid of a lifevest. 

7.2
Training workshops/clinics will be conducted for those with no experience in the sport.
