11-A-SIDE SOCCER (MEN)

Rules & Regulations

1. Laws of the Game

The competition shall be conducted in accordance with the existing laws of the game as approved by the Football Association of Singapore and the general rules and regulations of the NUS Inter-Faculty Games.

2. Player Eligibility 

All players participating in this competition must be matriculated students or staff of their respective faculties. Students in the University Scholars Program must represent USP unless USP does not field a team. Soccer varsity representative may represent their faculty as a coach or manager but not as a player.

3. Registration of Players

3.1
Participation shall be confirmed with the hosting faculty at least 14 days before the commencement of the competition.

3.2
Each faculty may register a maximum of 22 players and 2 team managers. 

3.3
Registration must be finalised before the commencement of the competition. No substitutions or additions will be permitted after the commencement of the competition.

4.
Prizes


Medals will be awarded to the players and team managers of the top 3 teams.

5.
Competition Rules

5.1 Each match will be 30 minutes per half for the round robin stage and 45 minutes per half for the semis and finals.

5.2 Any number of players from the registered list may be substituted during the match.

5.3 Rolling substitutions will be the method of substitition throughout the whole competition.

5.4 For round robin, we will have one referee for each game with no lines man.

5.5 From semi-finals (SF) onwards, we will have one referee and 2 lines man.

5.6 2 yellow cards received within one game will result not only in red card but also player to sit out the next 2 games.

5.7 If a player received a red card in his last game during the prelims, it will result in him sitting out the SF.

5.8 From SF onwards, all will start on clean state except point 5.6 above.

5.9 A red card received during the SF will result in the player sitting out the next game be it 3rd/4th or finals

5.10 If the sending off is for violent (or other unacceptable) conduct, further suspension/punishment could be issued to the player.

5.11 Each team must submit their team list and with jersey numbers.

5.12 Referees will take note of the carded offences during the game and submit to ograniser after the game. This will then be compiled and ensure that the violator do not play the next game if need be.

5.13 Any Persons previously registered to represent NUS in the 2008-09 IVP will not be eligible for the competition.

6.
Competitions Format

The format of the competition will be League Format (Round Robin), with the top 2 teams playing in the Play-off Final.

3 league points will be awarded for the winner of the match and no points for the loser. The team receiving a walk-over shall be awarded a score of 2 nil and 3 league points. 

In the case of a tie in league point, the tie-breakers are:

i) the winner of the tie between the teams concerned;

ii) better goal difference;

iii) better goal for.

Penalty shootout will be arranged if tie still persists. (Best of 3, follow by sudden death).

Attire

All players in a team must wear identical jersey with their individual numbers. If a team has 11 players on the field with 5 reserves, then the team need to have minimum of 16 jerseys.
