PROGRAMME DETAILS 
2 Academic 

Content 
UAB Barcelona Summer School comprises a training offer of undergraduate 
subjects in a range of fields, and takes place online from late June to mid-July once 
the ordinary academic year is over. The courses are mostly taught in English, being 
intensive programs consisting of at least 40 contact hours over a three-week 
period.  
 
Classes take place in the mornings (9 a.m.–1 p.m.) in two different periods which 
aim is to give the opportunity to those students to do up to two courses, one of 
each term. Students are recommended to spend between two and three hours per 
day on self-guided study. 
 
Each period is worth 6 ECTS credits (European Credit Transfer System).

Students of the programme will have to attend at least the 80% of the classes in 
order to get the transcript of records, otherwise they will not get any transcript 
from the UAB.

The UAB Barcelona Summer School is open to undergraduate and postgraduate 
students, both local and international. All undergraduates must already have taken 
at least half of their first-year courses. They should also have a good knowledge of 
the working language.

You are REQUIRED TO apply via NUS’ EduRec-GE AND the host university’s website 
concurrently.

5 Module Mapping You can start the module mapping process after you apply in EduRec and accept 
the offer for the programme. Click here for a step-by-step guide on applying for 
module mapping.  
 
Please note that NUS Business School and School of Computing (SoC) will not be 
approving module mappings from the e-summer programmes. 
 
Students may map up to a maximum of 10 MCs for each Summer Programme and 
up to a maximum of 5 MCs for each Winter Programme. Module mapping will be 
subject to approval from the respective Faculties/Schools. 
 
Students who enroll in these Programmes may request for a waiver of NUS tuition 
fees for the credits they wish to transfer back to NUS.  This waiver applies to up to 2 
Summer/Winter Programmes and up to a total of 12 MCs transferred during their 
course of study in NUS.  Beyond that, NUS Special Term tuition fees will apply, in 
addition to Summer/Winter Programme fees paid to the host university.  For 
clarification, students may contact the SEP administrators/coordinators at their 
respective home Faculty/School Dean's Office or the academic department.  
Business courses in summer/winter programmes which are less than 3 weeks are 
not credit bearing.
